MAC : INITIATIVES AND PROGRAMMES
EMBEDDED SYSTEMS AND ROBOTICS CENTRE

Embedded Systems and Robotics Centre (ESRC) saw a series of activities in the
academic year 2017 18. The center organized a 5-day hands-on workshop titled
'Programming with Arduino' from July 17to 21,2017. The workshop was orgamzed .
in collaboration with SIP1606, Abdul Kalam Centre (AKC). The workshop was &
attended by 26 students from 4 colleges. The sessions were conducted by Dr. &
Praveen Kant Pandey, Dr. Maneesha, and Dr. Sachin Kumar from Maharaja Agrasen 3%
College and Dr. Sukhbinder Singh from Hansraj College. ESRC and AKC collaborated
with Department of Electronics, Shaheed Rajguru College of Applied Sciences for
Women (SRCASW) to organise the workshop titled 'Virtual Instrumentation in LabVIEW & loT with Raspberry Pi' from
January3to7,2018. The sessions were conducted by experts from the industry.

Two teams of students represented the college in Robotics Competition 'Rofsoc-2018' organized by Deen Dayal
Upadhyaya College and Robotics for Society, JNU. Teams bagged 1st and 2™ Prize. Apart from cash prize, the winner
team was offered one month internship in the month of June 2018 at Robotics for Society, JINU. Students participatedin
robotics competition in Expo'18, organized by SRCASW and won the 1* and 2™ prize. Students also won accolades in
Innovix organized by Sri Aurobindo College and in Techkriti'18 organized by IIT Kanpur.

INTERNAL QUALITY ASSURANCE CELL (IQAC)

The Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) was set up in Maharaja Agrasen College, University of Delhi on October 3,
2015. The MAC-IQAC is committed towards enhancing the academic and research environment of the college. The
IQAC 2016-17 comprising of Principal as Chairperson and Dr. Maneesha as the Coordinator along with teachers-in-
charge and administrative officials work in tandem to prepare the academic calendar prior to the commencement of
the session. All departments submit not just their calendar of activities in advance but also the budget for the same in
the prescribed format in order to minimize time spent on approvals. The departments have been regularly analyzing
paper wise results along with follow up remedial measures. The IQAC laid down norms for department activities and
meetings and specified that all activities should be organized in the second half of the semester/ month/ day so that
there is minimal disturbance of the teaching schedule.

In light of the fact that the procedure for purchase and procurement of goods in the College and University have been
modified and the new e-procurement norms have been implemented, the Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC), MAC
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organized a One-day Seminar titled as "E-Procurement: A Step Towards Transparent Digital India" January to create
awareness and update the faculty members with the new e- procurement norms and procedures. Dr Vikas Gupta,
Deputy Registrar, University of Delhitalks on the purchase policies regarding Government e- market (GEM).

Mr. Sanjeev Kumar, Director, Communications & Information Services, JNU deliver a talk on the policies and
procedures of e-procurement. IQAC along with Abdul Kalam Center organized a two day National Conference on'
Fostering Quality Research in Higher Education' to provide a forum to share the wide and varied practices and
initiatives of the student driven and institutionally-supported research at the undergraduate / postgraduate level
which leads to the combination of factors necessary for quality research, pedagogical effectiveness, enhanced learning
outcomes, research productivity, promote networking and stimulate discussion. Eminent educators from IGNOU, and
University of Delhi captivated the audience throughout the span of two days by delivering highly informative invited
lecturesin the conference. The highlight of the conference was the participation of students and teachers from various
parts of India, and the resulting diversity in attendees.

ABDUL KALAM CENTER

Taking the vision of the erstwhile Honorable President of India, Dr. APJ Abdul Kalam, Maharaja Agrasen College set up
the Abdul Kalam Centre to provide support facilities to its students as well as faculty members for carrying out their
research activities. The college has successfully completed 12 innovation projects in the years 2012-15and 09 in 2015-
17 wherein our student researchers have shown tremendous creativity and have come up with some pilot products
that have direct applications in practical life and can be converted into a marketable product. The enthusiasm of
students is the major driving force behind the setting up of this center. Their performance in the past fuelled the
college to provide them with better facilities and a conducive environment where they may use their latent
capabilities to the hilt.

Abdul Kalam Research Centre is one of the key initiatives of Maharaja Agrasen College that offers logistics and
infrastructure support to researchers, both faculty and students. A single point research oriented hub with
infrastructural and software and hardware support, the Centre serves as a one-stop space for nurturing raw
innovative ideas from students/ faculties into a well-defined research or practice.

At present seven starinnovations research projects funded by University of Delhiare being runin the center.

GANDHI STUDY CIRCLE
Gandhi Study Circle aims to carry forward the ideas of M. K. Gandhi, the Father of the Nation and practice his belief in
‘ahimsa'. In February 'Khula Manch' based on Gandhi's ideology was organized where one was free to present or
express whatever one liked.

CENTRE FOR PERFORMING ARTS AND CULTURAL STUDIES

Centre for Performing Arts and Cultural Studies was founded with the help of a project submitted and approved for
non-recurring grants by Delhi Government. The Centre has a small library of books on related areas. Being part of
Department of English, the Centre is also helping the Department evolve new courses like Media and Communication
Skills, Text and Performance, Modern European Drama, Indian Classical Drama. To this effect, the Centre organised
several activities in 2017-18 covering from offline performances, screening and making of films, and short videos as
part of students and faculty development programme.
